Study Hall Expectations

1. Students should be working individually in a quiet environment.  

2. When finished with their homework, the students need to read or study silently.  Allowing students to socialize will distract other students and/or encourage these students to rush through their work in future study halls so they can socialize.

3. Students are allowed to leave the classroom during study hall ONCE.  Please remind them of this at the beginning of the study hall period.  In addition, please allow only one student out of the classroom at one time.  Feel free to put a time clock on them. The purpose of this policy is to teach the boys to organize themselves ahead of time. Let them learn the hard way. We also want to keep hallway traffic to a minimum and to discourage floating.
4. Students must clean up their room at the end of study hall.  All of their books and bookbags should be removed from the classroom and all desks should be put back into their correct places.  Do not dismiss the students until this is done.

5. All students should have their assignment notebooks with them.  If they insist that their homework is finished, you can check their work against the assignments written in their assignment notebooks.  Please initial the assignment book. Students should not be allowed to leave the room to ask other teachers or students about assignments.  Everything they need should be in their assignment books.  We are trying to encourage students to keep an accurate and complete assignment notebook.  

6. Students should bring all of their materials with them to study hall.  If they arrive without all of the materials that they will need, ask if someone else in the room has any materials that they may borrow.  If not, they can address this in their ONE trip out of the room. Greeting them before they enter the room to remind them to grab all their materials will help prevent this. 
7. Please complete the Study Hall Summary Form at the end of each evening.  Our Students are rewarded for their outstanding behavior and penalized for negative behavior.  This form helps us hold our students to a high standard academically, organizationally, and behaviorally.

8. One student per night should write the homework on the board.
